Junior Cricket Policy for 2008
1. In 2008, the club will enter one team in each age group of the North Derbyshire Youth Cricket League: U10 Kwik, U11 Kwik, U11, U12, U13, U15 and U17. These teams will be coached by Alan Morris and our other ECB-qualified coaches.

The teams will be managed by: Dave Shannon (U10 Kwik) • Dawn Phillips (U11 Kwik) • Andy Marsh (U11) • Brian Murphy (U12) • Stuart Baddeley (U13) • Simon Mounsey (U15) • Daniel Bennett / Ben Slater (U17).
2. Playing squads for each age group will be selected before the league programme commences in May. The Senior Coach and Managers will base their selections on performance in previous seasons, during the winter training programme and at practice sessions during April. The most important selection criteria will be ability and potential with commitment to Chesterfield Cricket Club, reliability and willingness to learn also being taken into account. The 11-a-side match squads (U13, U15 and U17) will comprise no more than 16 players and 8-a-side squads (U11 and U12) will comprise no more than 12 players. The U10 and U11 Kwik-Cricket match squads will be similarly identified and will comprise around 12 players each. Players may be selected for more than one squad if this is thought to be beneficial to their development. Players who are not originally selected for match squads may nevertheless be called up to play matches during the course of the season if their progress warrants.
3. Junior training evenings on Wednesdays (Kwik, U11 and U12) and Fridays (U13 and U15) at Queen’s Park will be free-of-charge to fully-paid up Club Members and £3 per child per session for non-members.

4. Teams will be led by coaches/managers who hold ECB coaching qualifications or who have successfully completed appropriate training by the DCB. 

5. Parents of squad members will be recruited to be responsible for admin/match fee collection/book-keeping/scoring to free coaches to concentrate on the team and cricket matters.

6. Around 24 junior players will be invited to join the Elite Group and sign up for additional coaching during the playing season. These players will either have played already at District, County level or above or will be considered as having the potential to do so.

These players will be split into two groups of 12. The younger ones (9-12 years) will be known as the “Junior Elite Group” and the older players (13-16 years) will be known as the “Senior Elite Group”. Each will take part in a six-week programme of coaching tailored to each player’s individual development. These sessions will be at Queen’s Park at 5pm for one hour.
7. Individual Player Development Profiles / Self Analysis documents to be prepared and distributed by the Senior Coach to players in the Elite groups to establish and maintain a dialogue between players and coach. 
8. Junior players involved in senior teams, and all U17s, to join in senior practice/nets during the playing season (Tuesdays / Thursdays).

9. Junior players to be identified by the Senior Coach for their suitability for playing for the various senior teams with team captains responsible for ensuring their involvement in each match (batting/bowling/keeping) is appropriate for the developmental needs of the junior player.
